Parenzan, leaving Jersey Shore in the morning and 

landing in Williamsport in the afternoon, where they 

will then join non-paddlers at Susquehanna State Park 

for an afternoon of interactive and engaging activities. 

We anticipate 100 paddlers, 10 support boats, more than 

20 volunteers, and hundreds of spectators in person and 

through live event coverage. There will be a scheduled 

press conference during the day, and media will be kept 

informed of the paddlers’ location on the river. 

Paddlers will pay a $50 registration fee, which includes 

breakfast, lunch, a professionally guided river 

adventure, shuttle, and an event keepsake.

Colleges/universities, community and youth groups, 

government agencies, and nonprofit organizations are invited 

to share their passion for our River by exhibiting and 

providing an interactive activity for guests. There is no 

charge to participate but you must reserve your table.  

The event will conclude with a ticketed chartered evening 

bird-watching, river gazing, and sweet-treat tasting cruise 

aboard the Hiawatha Paddlewheel Riverboat.

 Limit your menu to five or less, pre-approved unique items (not 

including beverages) to avoid duplication and competition with 

other food vendors. We encourage creativity in your selection 

and naming and the use of locally-sourced foods, where 

possible. 

 Donate 20% (or more) of the day’s sales to Middle Susquehanna 

Riverkeeper Association, Inc. 

 Encourage proper disposal and recycling of plates, utensils, 

bottles, etc. at the event.
